Friday, September 6 - Student body votes for Queen and Court. Winners will be
contacted by phone after 4:00 pm.

Monday, September 9 — The Court will be announced to the school.
Thursday, September 26 - The Court will have a mandatory meeting at 4:00 P.M. in room 114.

Friday, November 1 — The Court will be presented to the student body at the pep rally
in the Conlin Gym (8:00 A.M.). You will receive more information at the September 26" meeting.

Friday, November 1 - The Court will be presented in activities before the game and during half
time at the Brother Martin v. Holy Cross football game at Tad Gormley Stadium. The Queen will
be announced at half time. Game starts at 7:00 P.M. Court must be present at 5:45 P.M.

Saturday, November 2- The Queen and Court will be presented at 9:30 P.M. at the
Homecoming Dance. The dance will be held at the Mercedes-Benz Superdome in the St. Charles
Club Lounge from 8:00 P.M. until 11:30 p.m. The Court must arrive by 8:15 P.M. for pictures.
